OPERATION INCA 2010

Dear Fellows,

INTERNATIONAL AIRBORNE OPERATIONS has the honour to lead an international delegation to
participate in the celebrations and jumps to gain the coveted Airborne wings of Peru. Also the visit of
Cuzco and Maccho Pichu can be added to this operation.

Term: October, 2™ through 9" 2010.

During Operation Inca 2010 we will be hosted by the 1° Brig. FFEE (1st Special Forces Brigade). The
jumper will be professional trained at the Airborne School of Peru (which belongs to the 1st Special
Forces Brigade) for one day.

The training consist of behaviour in the air-craft (mock-up training), tower-jumps to train the exit position
and parachute landing falls in a sand box to prepare for save landings. Afterwards we will participate in
the Brigade’s jump-exercise for 3 days. Several jumps by static-line and 1 freefall will be executed. Also a
night-jump is possible. On top we will join a water-jump in the Pacific Ocean. To accomplish the operation
we will participate in a big ceremony. During this ceremony the commanding general will award us
authentically the Peruvian Airborne wings.

Peruvian Airborne Wings and as well Freefall Wings with certificate will be officially awarded to the
qualified jumpers.

The visit of the Anti-Terror Unit and the live-model of the assault of the Japanese Embassy in 1997 at
and more military high-lights will be included to the program.

To get a right impression about the Peru, its country and famous history the participant may join an
interesting cultural program. Several Inca sites and the centre of Lima may be visited in advance or
after the military operation. We offer advice to a cheap travel-agency to book tours to the former Inca
capital Cuzco and the wonder of the world, the lost city of the Incas Macchu Picho.

While the first days we stay in Lima, we will get accommodation in the quarter Miraflores, which is very
popular because of its good restaurants and interesting night-life.

Air-craft: AN-32 (NATO Code from the tale-gate

Parachute: Static-line: MC-1b (stearable round-canopy)
Freefall: Own or rental parachute systems

Altitude: Static-line: ca. 400m
Freefall: ca.4000m

Dropzone: Desert with fine and soft sand close to Pisco
Sea-shore of the Pacific Ocean close to Lima

Number of jumps: As off 4 jumps by static-line
1 jump optional possible by freefall for qualified jumpers
1 water-jump in the Pacific Ocean

Only 1 freefall jump will take place. Every freefall jumper is requested to participate in the static-line
jumps.

Operation Inca 2010 includes:

- Military Training pre-jump-training and briefing at the Airborne School
- Up to 4 jumps by S/L:
- 1 possible night-jump
- 1 confirmed water-jump in the Pacific Ocean
- Optional of the jumps by freefall for qualified jumpers with own or borrowed rig
- Peruvian Armed Forces jump-wings with certificate
- Participation in the awarding ceremony
- 4x accommodation and most meals in the barracks
- 2x accommodation and breakfast in 3* Hotel or easy pension, more nights may be booked on extra
charge
- All necessary transfers

need to pay the reservation costs for hotel, transfers and jumps in advance, a non-refundable deposit of
500,- must be paid into our account to reserve your place on the manifest. The balance is to be paid on
place.
