INTERNATIONAL AIRBORNE OPERATIONS

OPERATION

5 missions in South East Asia were executed within the last 7 years. We always had the honour to
participate in different Airborne trainings and operations as well as in different dive, shooting and
rappelling trainings of different Special Forces units. We spend great times in this beautiful region, visited
famous places, met new friends, and enjoyed the hospitality of those nations as the fellowship of our host
units.

INTERNATIONAL AIRBORNE OPERATIONS will executed the next operation as Operation Asia
2010 - Pacific Warrior 2010 in this region from March, 14" trough 21 2010.

During Operation Asia 2010 — Pacific Warrior we will jump with the different armed forces of the
Philippine Marine Corps and Army Special Forces. On top we will do a dive-training and scuba dive in
the ocean and also shooting with the guns of our host-units. The coveted wings of the Philippine
Armed Forces and scuba dive badge will be authentically awarded with official certificates. More jump-
wings awarded by guest-jumpmaster wings are waiting to be confirmed shortly.

Operation Asia 2010 will take place in a time-frame of 7 days only. Views and live expressions of the
great cultures will belong to the program. Plenty of sight-seeing in the capital Manila will complete the
mission, so also accompanying wives and girl-friends will not get bored. We also will visit the famous
WW?2 heritage Corregidor Island. On February, 16™ 1945 the US 503" Parachute Regimental Combat
Team performed a combat jump on this fortress. 65 years later we will be there!

Marine Corps:

Training, jumps, diving and shooting with the Philippine Marine
Corps Force Recon Battalion:

An intensively parachute refresher training executed by the Philippine
Marine Corps Force Recon Battalion will fit every jumper for the up-
coming jumps.

We will train and conduct a jump land jump by static-line or freefall in
reference to the jumper’s qualification. On top we will do a dive in the
Pacific Ocean. Besides the jumps also shooting with small arms is
scheduled.

On top the Philippine Army with its own
jumpmasters of the 1st Special Forces
Regiment will join the jumps and award its
own certificate.

This Airborne Operation will be culminated with the award of the Philippine Armed Forces Jump Wings
including official 3 certificates of the respective armed forces:

Basic Master Freefall
Advanced parachutists will be award with the higher level (>35 jumps senior or >65 master) parachutist
wings. Freefall qualified jumper who jump freefall will be awarded the freefall parachute wings. After the
participating in the dive-training and following dive in the ocean, the participant will be awarded with the
Philippine Navy Scuba Badge as an honouree award with respective certificates.

More jump-wings awarded by the different armed forces branches
and foreign guest-jump-master teams are possible!

To learn more about the fantastic culture of the Philippines, a visit will be paid at the centre of the
Philippine Capital Manila.

We also will visit the famous WW?2 heritage the Corregidor Island, where Philippine, Japanese and US
troops fought so hard.

Requirements for participation in the jumps:

Static line jumper must present on place:
- A medical certificate “fit for parachuting”
- An Airborne training certificate or parachute logbook with appropriate entries
- A minimum number of 3 jumps with round-canopy systems
- At least 1 jump during the last 36 months
- A third party (liability) insurance and foreign health insurance
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Freefall jumper must present on place:
- international valide FF licence, i.e > FAI B licence, USPA, BPA etc.)
- A minimum number of 30 freefall jumps
- At least 2 freefall jumps during the last 12 months

Important: All the above documents are checked on place. Those who may not meet the
requirements will not participate in the jumps and receive no refund.

Every jumper will also be asked to sign a liability waiver to the host unit and nation and organizer.

Operation Asia 2010 will include:

Military training part:

Parachute refresher training (not suitable for beginners):

- Intensive parachute refresher training
- Behaviour and commands in the air-craft mock-up
- Exit position during tower-jumps
- Emergency procedures in the harness-trainer

3 parachute jumps in total:

- 1 jump by static-line/ freefall executed by the Philippine Marine Corps

- 1 jump by static-line/ freefall executed with jumpmasters of the Philippine Army
- 1 jump by static-line/ freefall executed with jumpmasters of another nation
Dive-training and dive in the Pacific Ocean:

- 1 dive-training and scuba dive executed by the Philippine Marine Corps

Shooting:
- Opportunity to shoot with small arms with the Philippine Marine Corps

Military awards:

After completing the respective requirements the participant will be awarded with following badges:
Parachute wings (in reference to the participant’s qualification) including certificate:

- Philippine Marine Corps

- Philippine Army

- 1 wing-set of another nation

Badges including certificates:

- Philippine Scuba Bagde (honouree award) of the Philippine Marine Corps

- Probably Marksmanship Bagde of the Philippine Marine Corps

Cultural program and sight-seeing- tours:

- Manila

- World War 2 heritage Corregidor Island

- relaxing at the beaches of the sea-shore the Philippines

Logistics:
- 7 nights accommodation in barrack-accommodation or tourist class hotels (3*) including breakfast

- All transfers scheduled in the program
- All entry fees scheduled in the program

Spectators:

Accompanying persons (for example wives and girl-friends of participants and up to 2 photographers)
who are not joining the jumps are welcome in limited numbers to join this operation.

Program: A detailed program will be issued to the participant after his registration.
