INTERNATIONAL AIRBORNE OPERATIONS will run the next and 5 operation as Operation Asia 2009
in this region in March 2009!

Operation Asia 2009

Term: March, 6" to 15" 2009
Arrival day: March, 6™ 2009
Departure day: March, 15" 2009

During Operation Asia 2009 we will jump with different Airborne Branches in Thailand (jump-ships
C-130, Dakota, etc.). A water-jump in the Gulf of Thailand has been confirmed. Besides the jumps,
you will be seen in action by diving, shooting and repelling. Additional training and jumps with our
friends from the SF 911 Brigade in Cambodia is scheduled. In reference to your own qualification you
may gain the wings of Thailand and Cambodia by freefall or static-line jumps. Operation Asia 2009 will
take place in a time-frame of 10 days only while the participant may choose where to go and what to
join.

Views and live expressions of the great cultures will belong to the program. Plenty of sight-seeing in
the capitals Bangkok, Phnom Penh, Vientiane and (antic) Angkor will complete the mission, so
also accompanying wives and girl-friends will not get bored. We also will visit the famous WW2
heritage The River Kwai Bridge and the unique Tiger-Temple, where you get the chance to get in
close contact with those dangerous but most beautiful animals.

Thailand:

Jumps with the Royal Thai Air Force:

In Thailand we will jump with the Airborne School of the Royal Thai Air
Force with Mcl1-1b out of C-130 Hercules and BT-67 Dakota. Also
jumps from Fiat G-222 and helicopter Bell UH 1d are may be possible.

Jumps and training with the Royal Thai Border Patrol Police

In an effort to expand military training opportunities in a variety of
environments, we will also train and conduct a water jump and dive in
the Gulf of Thailand.

On top we will do a land jump by static-
line or frefall in reference to the jumper’s qualification. Besides the

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This Airborne Operation will be culminated with the award of the Royal Thai Air Force Parachute Wings
and Royal Thai Police Wings including official certificates:

In Cambodia we will jump for the Royal Cambodian Parachute Wings (in reference to the jumper’s
qualification static-line or freefall):

Royal Cambodian Airborne Wings

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Also, visits at Cambodia’s capital Phnom Penh and the famous temple area of Angkor are scheduled.

Requirements for participation in the jumps:

Static line jumper must present on place:

- A medical certificate “fit for parachuting”

- An Airborne training certificate or parachute logbook with appropriate entries
- A minimum number of 3 jumps with round-canopy systems

- At least 1 jump during the last 36 months

- A third party (liability) insurance and foreign health insurance

Freefall jumper must present on place:

- international valid FF licence, i.e > FAI B licence, USPA, BPA etc.)
- A minimum number of 30 freefall jumps
- At least 2 freefall jumps during the last 12 months

Important: All the above documents are checked on place. Those who may not meet the
requirements will not participate in the jumps and receive no refund.

Every jumper will also be asked to sign a liability waiver to the host unit and nation and organizer.
The offer will include:

- 5 dry-jumps in total, executed by the RT AF PTC, the Abn Div of the RT B.P.P. and the RC SF 911 Bde
- 1 water-jump executed by the Abn Div of the RT B.P.P. in the Gulf of Thailand
- 1 dive-training and 1 dive with dive-rescue team of the RT B.P.P. in the Gulf of Thailand
- following parachute wings (in reference to the participant’s qualification) including certificate:
- Royal Thai Air Force Airborne or Freefall Wings
- Royal Thai Police Airborne or Freefall Wings
- Royal Cambodian Armed Forces Airborne or Freefall Wings
- opportunity to shoot with small arms with the RT B.P.P.
- opportunity to shoot with small arms and do rappelling with the RC SF 911 Bde
- all transfers scheduled in the program
- 9 nights accommodation in tourist class hotels (3*) including breakfast
- all in-country flights (in total 3: Bangkok — Siem Reap — Phnom Penh — Bangkok)
- visa-fee for Cambodia and all airport taxes
- sight-seeing- tour in Angkor, Phnom Penh, Bangkok, River Kwai and Tiger Temple and all entry fees

Spectators:

Accompanying persons (for example wives and girl-friends of participants and up to 2 photographers)
who are not joining the jumps are welcome in limited numbers to join this operation.

Since we need to pay the reservation costs for hotel, transfers and jumps in advance, a non-refundable
deposit must be paid into our account to reserve your place on the manifest.
